The main reason why I wanted to write this is to endorse safety 
gear. 
 
I know that most of you have heard it a million times, but I have got 
to say something about  it now having been through a 200 foot 
tumble. 
 
Most of us are very good about always wearing a helmet.  My HJC 
modular did a fabulous job and has a good gash in it at about the 
right temple area. 
 
A lot of us have the safety jackets.  Let me say this, if it had not 
been for us wearing our safety jackets our road rash would be at 

least ten fold from what it is now.  Deb’s jacket is the best specimen.  
Her left elbow would definitely be a lot smaller right now.  We will 
bring them to the next meeting for all to see where the road did its 
number to various points on the jacket. 
 
I had my gloves on and suffered some road rash, but Deb did not 
and ended up with a new view of her knuckles and stitches to bring 
things back together. 
 
Finally, we did not have safety pants on.  Ironically, we had been 
discussing this recently but never purchased any.  Everyday I tend 
to Deb’s right leg where the road ate away at her.  I am in the proc-
ess of researching the best avenue for us to go but I can foresee  
some type of safety gear for our legs in the future.  How much would 
I pay to not watch her go through this pain again? 
 
Finally, thank you to everyone who has helped out, called, emailed, 
and been there as great friends!  There again we are blessed.
