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I just got off the phone with the beauty shop where our 1800 
is supposedly getting her finishing touches-painted, mani-
cured, and accessorized.  She’ll hopefully be ready to ride 
soon. I am anxious but trying to be patient! 

Since our deer encounter many new things have come to 
light.  We’ve been invited to speak at another chapter meet-
ing.  I give closer attention to motorcycle safety—bought new  
gloves and a pair of pants till the Cycleports arrive.  Most of 
all, I speak about it.  Sometimes this is just in my car or 
through my helmet to someone riding by with shorts and 
sandals.  Deb has keyed her mike to tell me, “At least they 
have their helmets on!”   Yet, as in our case, I did not even 
see the deer let alone have time to move the brake lever 1/32 
of an inch.  Sadly, long time motorcycle riding professor of 
safety, Larry Grodsky, recently died from a deer collision. 

Crashing for me means learning. A recent article in MCN 
noted some interesting statistics from a study in Massachu-
setts.  The highest rate of single-vehicle crashes was in cor-
nering & these made up 55% of the fatalities.  Makes sense, 
but are you an avid cornering rider?  In multi-vehicle crashes 
the car driver was at fault only 45% of the time & when it was 
the car driver’s fault, 79% of the time they turned left in front 
of the bike.  (Not from the side.)  Are young riders on sport 
bikes to blame?  No.  Statistically, its a male between 45 to 49 
on a cruiser on suburban streets with no formal training (ie 
braking).  Also, flying in the face of opinion, males 40 years 
and older are more prone to drink & ride.  

What does all of this data mean?  Don’t let the facts of what hap-
pened in Massachusetts get in your way of proper motorcycle 
thinking.  We as good riders are responsible for honing tech-
niques, making wise choices,  & developing physical and mental 
skills to reduce our chances of adding another line to a bad statis-
tic. When I first started riding not that long ago, someone said, 
“It’s not a matter of IF but WHEN.”  (Where your gear for the 
WHEN). Let us strive to reduce the  WHEN by working on remov-
ing the IF situations the best we can.
