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            Since the last time I wrote here, the Wing & 
I have covered somewhere around 3000 miles.  
During these travels I began thinking and thereafter 
mulled over group riding and my place in it. 
            It all began with a 1000 mile day with one 
of my favorite riding buddies, Jim Spencer.  There 
are some who cannot fathom the reasoning behind 
why we did it.  To be honest, I believe one of the 
reasons was to say we had.  I can understand not 
empathizing with our mission, because I for one 
detest running.  Yet, during my Mother's multiple 
completions of her Columbus Marathons I cheered 
her on extensively.  You will never catch me out 
there, but I applaud her massive efforts. 
            I was reminded of this thinking while in 
New York at Cats Cade.  I lady mentioned to me 
that she and her husband had actually ridden 175 
miles straight through to make it to Liberty, NY.  I 
could have responded in a few ways, but 
remembering Deb & I's  first 100 plus mile day 
together I  commended her.   
            During the Saddle Sore 1000 21 hours I had 
a lot of time to think.  Riding can in certain 
circumstances do that for you.  I enjoy most kinds 
for that matter.  Which lead to the next part.  There 
are some rides that really irritate me.  There are 
idiosyncrasies of some riders that drive a nail in my 
thumb.  I have always tried to ride within a group 
thinking that if I did not like it, I should have either 
lead the ride or rode alone into the proverbial 
sunset.  One cannot complain about a leader who 
chooses where and how to ride if you voluntarily 
join their ride. 
            On the other hand, I can complain about bad 
decisions towards safety in any ride.  One of the 
favorite battle cries of group riding is to “Ride Your 
Own Ride!”   I contend that this goes beyond the 
speed and types of curves or the amount thereof.  In 
some group rides I have seen the most basic rules of 
the road get thrown headlong out the window in 
order to maintain the monster of the herd.  People 
will pass wantonly, cut through traffic, and 

disregard any sign as a mere suggestion for the 
“cages” .  One cannot debate the fact the if more than 
three Wings are zipping down I-70 they WILL control 
the cadence of interstate traffic.  Here again, the stress 
is on the leader to take those behind him or her wisely.  
I know how intense a battle that can be.   
             One of the sweetest rides I took recently was 
in the Cats Skills where the 150 or so miles was at a 
leisure 30 to 45 mph.  Yet, I was among 25 bikes.  A 
trike with a CB made an unannounced sharp turn in a 
gas station, the leader and his wife did not have a CBs, 
and she blocked traffic at every stop sign to ride past 
us all to the lead again for the next intersection.   
             How much of this is a matter of aggravation of 
personality and how much is a matter of safety?  We 
all make decisions every day in our cars and on our 
bikes on the level of risk management.  How fast and 
where.  I know for one that I enjoy using up the tires 
on my Wing.  I enjoyed the centers on I-80 as Deb & I 
made our way across Pennsylvania and I take pleasure 
burning up the edges in West Virginia and Tennessee. 
             My point is multifaceted and hopefully 
discernible.  Ride well and with responsibility to 
yourself AND those around you while in a group.  
Very few actions go without ramifications to those 
around you.  Don't be afraid to learn and utilize the 
amazing technology beneath you (even trikes).  I wish 
to include myself within the comfort zone of friends 
and like kind riders and their routes.  Encourage others 
to join and learn.  Jim & Tom have taught me volumes 
in regards to technique both in the mountains and in 
the parking lot.  Every type and kind of rider has a due 
responsibility to attempt to master the parking lot.  
Slow maneuvers are definitely the hardest.  No one is 
exempt there! 
 
             Oh Yes.  July will be my last month to do the 
newsletter.
