Start thinking 
about helping with manning this booth for a 
time so that we can get the word out about 
GWRRA and B2 and still allow everybody a 
chance to enjoy the event. We are planning 
some rides for Friday, you might want to help 
with these also.

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               The 2007 Chapter B-2 Lighthouse Tour took 
place from June 30 to July 2. The ride was great and the 
weather was great. Riding up Saturday and back Mon-
day we hit a high of 77 each day. While we were there it 
was mostly cool. The highest temperature on Sunday 
was 68. The sky was always sunny (except at night, 

Dave) and it was very dry. The cool breeze off the lake 
was refreshing, and that alone would be a reason to go 
back up. 
              The ride up Saturday seemed short and unevent-
ful. Claudette and I met Dave & Deb Booher and Jim 
Spencer in Kenton. Then an easy ride up to Toledo on 
freeways. The first stop was the Manhattan Range Light-
houses. These are a pair of lighthouses that can be lined up 
for navigation. The first one was in a restaurant parking 
lot. While originally 80 foot tall structures they are now 
short shadows of their former glory. The second was iden-
tical to the first and we only drove past it. 
              The next stop was the highlight of the day. Just 
across the river we visited the SS Willis B. Boyer Great 
Lakes cargo ship. Built in 1911 this was once the largest 
and most advanced freighter on the Great Lakes. The tour 
is self guided and memorable. To see the size of the ship, 
her engines and creature comforts give you a taste of what 
life must really be like aboard such a ship. We got to walk 
through most parts of the ship including the engine room, 
kitchen, lodging areas and even into the observation area 
of one of the cargo holds. 
              Then is was a short drive to the Toledo Harbor 
Lighthouse, which we never did see as it is located eight 
mile from shore. But, there were picnic tables and shade 
and that ever present lake breeze. So we had our first pic-
nic lunch there. So far everything was on schedule and 
mostly as planned. That was about to change. 
              We rode to the Port Clinton Lighthouse. The 
writeup says that only the top portion is left and that it is 
located in a marina. We did find a marina, but no light-
house. And then for the first time in many years we had to 
wait on a drawbridge. This can be a time consuming affair, 
probably taking much less time then it seems like. Then to 
tease us the bridge started to go down and somebody de-
cided, “No, we can let a couple more boats go through.”  
And back up it went. 
              Once moving again we headed for the Ottawa 
County Historical Museum. But it was closed, change of 
plans. Carry on to the Marblehead Lighthouse. 
              At least I knew the Marblehead lighthouse was 
where they said it was, in it's original position and all still 
there. But, they must have been giving out $100 bills 
somewhere for free because half of Ohio was in the park-
ing lot. So Dave took a quick picture and back on the road. 
              At least I had the foresight to check the hours for 
the Wolcott Keeper's House Museum. I did not know that 
they were only open on weekdays. So we added one more 
disappointment and one more U-turn to the list for the trip 

and headed to the next visit. 
              The Maritime Museum of Sandusky is an impressive 
building. And I am sure that there are fascinating things to see 
there. But, alas, that must wait for another trip. After taking a 
break for ice cream we arrived about 10 minutes after the 
doors closed for the day. Jim missed this one as he had left us 
after the ice cream stop to meet up with Vera and Michael at 
the campsite. They had driven up to spend the night. 
              Still hoping for one more lighthouse sighting for the 
day. We arrived at the parking site to see the Huron Harbor 
Lighthouse, but there was no lighthouse in site. The verbiage 
about the one mile walk along the pier to visit the lighthouse 
must be true, we started walking. After walking about a half 
mile past fishermen, tourists and more seagulls than I can 
count we got a view of the lighthouse. The last part of trip 
would be over a breakwater made of large slippery rocks 
wearing motorcycle boots. We took pictures instead and 
headed back. 
              Off to the campsite for the night. When we arrived 
the Spencer's had set up the screen house and kitchen. Clau-
dette and I set up our humble abode while Dave and Deb set 
up the Booher Dome. The evening was pleasant and cool. 
Dinner started with drinks and shrimp cocktail then on to 
shish-ka-bobs and side dishes. Vera announced that she wants 
to join us for more weekends and we dubbed her van the B-2 
Chuck Wagon. 
              On Sunday Vera and Michael chose to stay with us a 
bit. So with Michael behind Jim and Vera taking up the rear 
we hoped for better luck than the previous day. Our first stop 
would be the Inland Seas Maritime Museum in Vermillion. 
              What luck, they were open. We probably spent more 
time here than I had allotted. It was well worth it. Lots of dis-
plays. Lots of information about shipwrecks, including the 
Edmond Fitzgerald. Outside was a fair size model of a light-
house. We also took this opportunity to walk down to the wa-
ter to put our hands in Lake Erie, only to say that we had done 
so. 
              Moving along we arrived at the USS Cod. This is a 
very successful WWII Submarine built in 1943. She is still in 
her wartime configuration which means that visiting required 
moving up and down ladders and through passages just like 
the crew of skinny, fit, young men she was meant to host. 
Much of this ship is still functional. The love of the volun-
teers who are taking care of her is very apparent. We had the 
opportunity, while in the forward torpedo room, of talking to 
a man who had once served on her. His stories and explana-
tions of life on the sub and of the sub itself were fascinating. 
Trying to imagine 97 men moving about this sub is mind bog-
gling. 
              After a short drive to Edgewater Park we had lunch. 
The locals were out in force enjoying the wonderful weather. 
The steady breeze off the lake made kite flying a popular oc-
cupation and amused us as we ate. After lunch we bid fare-
well to the Spencer's and they headed for home.
