My 
big challenge is to adequately understand his com-
putations and ideas to merely respond with a half 
an educated guess.  He has sent me some of his 
work already and the numbers, lists, and outputs 
reach into the thousands.  I cannot give him enough 
credit for his profound work.  When he is done, the 
day of the ride will be easy to score. 
            Deb has stepped up to undertake the regis-
tration process and to be our community liaison.  
She has worked on a brief communication letter to 
take along with her as she sees each business or 
sponsor.   
            She has spent countless hours working with 
me as I sit there at the computer rattling off ideas 
and reading emails for proofing. 
            As soon as the website is up and running 
adequately enough to take registrations and illus-
trate our prospective sponsor’s ability to reach a 
large audience we will take off with the next phase. 
            The logistics at this point in time are mon-
strous and many have responded so quickly.  Thank 
you so much to so many for your help already. 
            Feel free to contact me with any ideas, as 
the wise man gathers his counsel from the many. 
            Aside from the BRC, we have jumped full 
force into making a good showcase for GWRRA at 
the Honda Homecoming.  Tom has made many 
contacts and I have been able to reach a few who 
would make great star studded seminar! 
            Let us all work in support the OH-B2 in this 
stellar opportunity.  Regional and State GWRRA 
Officers have made public announcements that B2 
is a mover and shaker at this event. 
            Between the Honda Homecoming and the 
BRC just a couple of weeks later, we will definitely 
be on the motorcycling map! 
            Thanks again to all of you for supporting 
these and other chapter efforts.  Without you all of 
these and many more would not function.
